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_____Love In Action – Walking the Walk at the Farmer’s Market

The Chosen:  Scripture like you’ve never known it
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Virtual minicourse - 4 episodes of “The Chosen” on your own time (each between 30-55 minutes) with a Scripture reading plan & character guide, and 1 Zoom session on Tuesday, 8/24 at 4pm  
Sometimes it can be so difficult for us to enter into Scripture stories – especially if you’re a visual or experiential learner like me! Fortunately for us, this incredible show – the first ever multi-season TV show about the life of Jesus – brings Scripture to life in a powerful way, and allows us to see Jesus through the eyes of those who knew him best. (It’s honestly transformed the way many people look at and read the Scriptures!) The Chosen is entirely crowd-funded, and you can download the app and watch all the episodes on your smartphone/TV, or you can watch it on YouTube. On your own time, you’ll watch the first four episodes, and then we’ll come together via Zoom to dive more deeply into the Scriptures and discuss all that we’ve learned. 
         
Images of Jesus…  Jesus in Popular Culture

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This session is in person and both sessions are required for credit 
One day, about 2000 years ago, in the ancient Roman district of Caesarea Philippi, Jesus turned to His disciples and asked them, “Who do you say that I am?” This is a question humanity has been wrestling with ever since that day because how we answer can change everything. In this minicourse we will be exploring many of the diverse images of Jesus that are offered to us by popular culture through film, television, and other forms of media (including Shawn’s bobble-head Jesus collection). We will also be talking about the tools we have to evaluate these interpretations of our Lord and Savior and how this diversity of images can challenge us to come to a deeper understanding of who the person of Jesus Christ truly is.
